Officer Reports:
President’s Report: 
· Tara Spencer discussed the year 2022, challenges, and future plans. She mentioned the completion of the new pumphouse and an upcoming tour for homeowners, some irrigation challenges, and recent communications, encouraging all homeowners to make certain Sentry has their email address. Spencer let homeowners know that the Board is always looking for volunteers to assist on the Board and different committees. 
Treasurer’s Report:  

· In the absence of the treasurer at this meeting, Donnelly reviewed highlights of the 2022 financials. A few questions were asked and answered about the association spending funds on pest control and snow removal. 

Committee Reports:

Landscape: 
· Lorraine Reinhardt reported to the community about perennials being planted, new signs being installed at two entrances, fence staining on common area fences about to take place, and the trimming of HOA trees. The trees were trimmed last Summer to meet city regulations regarding 8 feet above sidewalks and 14 feet above streets. This Spring Idaho Power trimmed near their lines and agreed some were trimmed more than necessary but the Board is working with them. A discussion took place between homeowners and the Board about fence staining and the need for all homes to have closely related stain colors. An ARC Resolution will be coming soon about colors that will be approved in the community.
Irrigation: 
· Board representative was absent, but the remainder of the Board reported that they were aware of several repairs that had taken place causing the association’s water to be shut off for brief periods, otherwise irrigation running smoothly.

Communications:

· Jerry Shelton discussed the communications going out and encouraged all to make sure Sentry had their email address.

· The Board discussed an upcoming plan to organize a picnic in the park for homeowners to attend.
